Resource Operations Workshop 

� � John Spencer presented the idea of holding the workshop similar to last year:  a morning 

and afternoon session, with possible on-site visits.  John mentioned that he would like to 

see three on-going sessions:  a resource-based track, a turf/pesticide-based track, and the 

new PRPS Playground Maintenance training being conducted/coordinated by John 

Balicki.  General discussion on workshop followed.  We would like to stay at the 



Hamburg Cabelas location.  We would like to keep the lunch voucher/gift card as part of 

the registration price.  A consensus was that we should increase the price of the workshop 

at least $5 per person. 

� � Date:  1st choice is Wednesday, November 1, 2006.  The 2nd choice is Wednesday, 

November 8, 2006.  Neal McNutt will be the local arrangements contact with Cabelas.  

� � Neal McNutt mentioned that we should attempt to make the door prize portion of the 

program more profitable.  Neal mentioned that KAFMO’s door prizes are top notch.  

John Spencer suggested that all committee members talk to their local vendors:  (1) to see 

if they would be interested in exhibiting at the workshop, and (2) would be willing to 

donate a premium door prize(s).

Bob presented the Official Township Plant List to be used to determine tree species.  Bob 



also reviewed the work list and mentioned some projects that could be completed on 

Wednesday.
